Helpers: A bond of $40.00 per rider is paid on entry. Riders who are able to provide a helper
must choose this option and helper preference when entering online. Duty preference is not
guaranteed. Bonds will be refunded the week following the event to all riders who provided a
helper at or prior to the event. SELF HELP - limited positions available to riders riding one
horse if requested via email sarabotten@equestrianwa.org.au prior to close of entries.

Eligibility: To be eligible to participate in this event riders must be a current financial member
of Equestrian Western Australia; Riders require competitive membership to compete in CT95
and above. Horses need to be EA registered with a current Eventing Competition Licence to
compete in CT95 and above. CT80 and below — minimum EA Adult Rider membership
required to participate in these classes.

Waitlist: Classes will be capped however a waitlist will be available for classes that are full.
Please contact the Event organiser if you wish to be added to a waitlist.

Substitutions: No substitution of horse or rider can be made after close of entries.

Qualifications: The eligibility of both horse and rider are governed by the EA Minimum
Eligibility Requirements for Eventing as per Annex J EA Eventing Rules 2019

Horse/rider combination may enter one class only. One rider may ride no more than three
horses in the event.
